


CAMP 2020 HEALTH MANDATES
The MVCA, in accordance with all applicable mandates, directives and guidelines of and/or from the CDC, State of New Jersey Department of Health and/or Washington Township Department of Health, is instituting the following health practices for campers and staff for the 2020 summer camp program:

· Requiring every camper and staff member to have in his/her possession a suitable face covering
· Scanning each camper and staff member for fever, and checking for face covering before entering the camp site. Anyone showing a fever or not possessing the face covering will not be allowed at campealth H
· Isolating anyone who shows a fever or other flu-like symptoms during the camp day, and calling parent(s)/ guardian for prompt pick-up from camp

· Routinely disinfecting surfaces with which campers and staff come into contact

· Mandating and maintaining social distancing of at least 6 ft. between persons, to the extent possible
· Requiring campers and staff to wear their face covering in any situation where such social distancing is not practicable 
· Limiting at the MVCA’s sole discretion the number of “outside” people at the camp site, and requiring that anyone entering the site to abide by the health practices herein

· Reinforcing and monitoring proper hand washing hygiene and having hand sanitizer available at all times.
· Cautioning against touching one’s face without first handwashing or hand sanitizer use

· Enforcing disciplinary action according to MVCA standards with respect to any camper, staff member or outsider who knowingly refuses to abide by the practices herein
· Notifying parent(s) of any situation their child(ren) with respect to which the MVCA becomes aware regarding COVID-19 contact or exposure while at camp

PARENT/GUARDIAN RESPONSIBILITIES
· Provide a clean face covering for campers to have on hand each day

· Keep child home and notify the MVCA if he/she or any immediate family member is exhibiting fever or other COVID-19 or flu-like symptoms, and providing a document signed by a licensed health care provider stating that the camper may return to camp when that time comes
· Reinforcing with your camper(s) the importance and necessity of the foregoing practices
